• Make sure they know you will be there for one (1) week Monday through Friday

• Keep your D.A.R.E. city/county coordinators informed (Work as a TEAM). 
• Check to see if city/county requires a permit before sitting-up display.

• Wear their Quantum identification badge. 
• Be polite - courteous and respectful combined with TRUTH will open a lot of 

doors for you.

the nationally acclaimed drug prevention program D.A.R.E. (Drug Abuse 
Resistance Education) Program, D.A.R.E. America and local community-based 
D.A.R.E. or Crime Prevention Programs.

• If you have FREE child safety ID kits, then keep them free and do not charge 
public for them. 

• Never under any circumstance solicit a donation for D.A.R.E. 
• Not under any circumstance engage in any conduct that will bring discredit or 

disgrace the D.A.R.E. or Quantum names or images. 
• Failure to comply will result in the deputy/officer asking you to leave his/her city 

or county and/or result in your immediate termination of employment.
